Child/young person becomes LAC 

S/W to send an e-mail to IRO admin 
requesting a Lac review 

When child subject to a 
cp plan S/W to notify 
the CPC chair of LAC 
status 

IRO admin check if child is subject to 
a CP plan  

If no – then IRO to be 
identified for 1st LAC 
review 

If yes Admin to e-mail CPC 
chair and IRO  

CPC Chair and IRO to liaise about 
child/ young person’s dual status  

If conference is before the 1st 
LAC review then consider 
whether the plan ceases at the 
conference. 

Or 

If 1st LAC review takes place 
before conference then 
consideration is given to 
whether CP plan could 
cease. 

No child/young person should be subject to 
dual status beyond 3 months other than in 
exceptional circumstances 

Once the child/young person is no longer 
subject to dual status, if the future plan 
becomes rehabilitation then consideration to 
convening a conference will be needed   

IRO/CPC/Team 
Manager to 
liaise regarding 
cessation of
